9. Unlock time setting

Depending on the lock type connected to the door panel different unlock time should be used. While using

an electromechanical lock, unlock time must be set under 2 seconds (1 second is typical value) to prevent

electromechanical lock damaging. For the electromagnetic lock set unlock time to let visitors open the door

during this time (typically it is 3-5 seconds).

Unlock time setting can be performed in a such way:
